CAFOD: Fix the Food System: campaign update - In this Jubilee year our public campaigning has been
on debt. We have also been working on our Fix the Food System campaign. Here is an update of
progress made: - We have been supporting our sister organisation, Caritas Zambia, to delay the
passing of legislation in Zambia, which would have restricted farmer’s rights to access their own
varieties of seeds. - We have been raising awareness with the World Bank of the negative impact their
agriculture project in Zambia (Zambro) could have on farmer’s rights. - We supported workshops in
Kenya which have strengthened women farmer’s voices and encouraged dialogue between farmers
and key decision makers around the treaty imposed by restrictive seed legislation. - We’ve been
engaging with FCDO and Defra regarding the UK government’s position on UPOV91, a treaty that
limits farmer’s rights to save, exchange and use seeds. - We got a response from the UK Executive
Director at the World Bank stating that the UK will use its seat on the World Bank Executive Board to
encourage the Bank to scrutinise programmes that might interact inappropriately with international
obligations or national sovereignty. This is a struggle, but progress has been made this Jubilee Year.
